Center will be a TPO (ther-
moplastic olefin) roof, which
remains on average 50 to 60
degrees cooler than tradi-
tional dark-roof membranes
to negate the heat island ef-
fect. This effect occurs when
developed areas with dark
roof surfaces absorb more
heat from the sun causing
significantly higher average
air and surface temperatures
than the surrounding rural
areas. The heat island effect
increases the need for air con-
ditioning and raises pollution
levels. Instead, the TPO roof
keeps offices cooler during
warm months to cut back on
air conditioning usage and
costs.

Electricity will also be re-
duced using time-of-day and
motion sensors, which will
be installed on all lights in
bathrooms, offices, and clos-
ets. Low-fixture plumbing
will decrease water usage by
30 percent, reducing the bur-
den on the local water supply
and wastewater treatment
facilities.

The landscaping will be
combined of native plant
life, reduced manicured lawn
areas, and meadow grass in
the outlying areas which will
eliminate the need for exces-
